Communication and Language
We will be conti nuing to answer questi ons in full sentences, using our phonics code 
when reading and writi ng. Encouraging turn taking and listening skills by playing 
diff erent games and acti viti es with the whole class and in small groups.

Physical Development
Our topic this term in PE will be dance and we are looking at building up a short 
sequence of moves and learning how to move like diff erent animals!

Personal, Social and Emotional Development
During our weekly circle ti me we will be looking at; celebrati ons, friendships, sharing 
and how to manage new situati ons. Next half term it will also be Friendship week, 
we will focus on being kind, how to be a good friend and what good friendships looks 
like.

Phonics
Starti ng to look at words reading/writi ng words with the sounds in we have learnt so 
far. Learning the following sets of new sounds: Ck, e, u, r, h, b, f, ff , l, ll, le and ss. We 
will also be learning the new helpful words: no, go, into, of, litt le, ten.

Literacy
These are the texts we will be looking at over the half term: Week 1- The Leaf Thief, 
Week 2- Best Diwali Ever, Week 3- Litt le Glow, Week 4/5- We’re Going on a Bear Hunt, 
WeeK6/7- Sti ck Man.

Maths
In maths, we will be looking at 2D shapes, positi onal language, and the numbers 4 
and 5.
