Bramley		 The	town	where	our	school	is.	
Cenotaph		 A	monument	to	someone	buried	

somewhere	else,	usually	for	those	
who	died	in	a	war	

Memorial		 A	statue	or	a	structure	to	remind	
people	of	a	person	or	an	event.
