It started on September Tst, 1939 but ended in two parts. WWII

ended in Europe on May 8th, 1945 and in Japan on September
2nd, 1945. It had lasted 6 years.

Why did World War II start?
Adolf Hitler - the leader of Germany - was angry that Germany

had little money after World War I and wanted more space for the
German people to live.

He marched his army into Poland and ignored requests to leave.

The Holocaust

The Holocaust was the mass extermination of Jewish people by
Nazi soldiers of the German army.

Over 6 million Jewish people were murdered in one of the biggest
genocides in human history.
