e Duration: The lengths of sounds and silences in music, including aspects of beat,
rhythm, pulse, metre and rests.

e  Dynamics: A musical dimension indicating how loudly or quietly the music is being
played.

e Tempo: A musical dimension that describes how fast or slowly the music is played.

e Timbre: Describes the quality and character of the sound of the instruments used.

e Texture: Describes the layers of sound in music.

e  Structure/Form: How the sections (verses and chorus) of a song are ordered to
make the whole piece.
