Key	Knowledge	
Mosaics	were	invented	in	the	Mesopotamia	era	and	the	used	by	the	Ancient	Greeks	before	becoming	
popular	in	Ancient	Rome.	
	
A	mosaic	is	a	design	made	of	small,	coloured	stones,	tiles	or	pieces	of	coloured	glass	set	into	concrete	
or	plaster.	
	
The	floors	of	Roman	buildings	were	often	richly	decorated	with	mosaics	-	tiny	coloured	stones	
(tesserae).		
Many	mosaics	captured	scenes	of	history	and	everyday	Roman	life.		
Mosaic	floors	were	a	statement	of	wealth	and	importance.		
Rich	Romans	decorated	the	floors	of	their	main	rooms	with	mosaics.	
	
Ceramic	art	is	art	made	from	ceramic	materials,	including	clay.
